The following is a listing of many of the primary factors which can disqualify an E-911 applicant.

A.
CRIMINAL HISTORY

1.
Felony Conviction

2. 
Conviction of a crime involving moral turpitude (a crime involving honesty, moral conduct, etc.)

3.
 Conviction of a Class 1 or Class 2 misdemeanor Code of Virginia, or the equivalent.
B. DRUG USE

1. 
Use of marijuana, cocaine, crack cocaine, LSD, PCP or any type of illegal drug within (90) days prior to application to the department.

2.
Illegal use of anabolic steroids in the past twelve (12) months.

3.
Involvement in illegal sales of drugs.
C. OTHER

1.
Dishonorable discharge from a Military Service.

2.
Convictions of an article of the Uniform Code of Military justice will be reviewed on a case by case basis.

3.
Untruthfulness, dishonesty or withholding of any information associated with the Applicant/selection process for E-911 Public Safety Dispatcher position with the City of Roanoke.
4.
Failure to appear for or cancel a scheduled appointment in a timely manner may be grounds for removal of the applicant from the Applicant/Selection process.

Cancellations must be made at least twenty-four (24) hours prior to the scheduled appointment.
